This is a 63-year-old woman who lives with her sister Penny and her granddaughter who is her provider. The patient continues to lose weight, takes sips of water. She used to be able to get to the bathing room with help, but now she is totally and completely bedbound. She is no longer leaves her bed. The family bathes her and takes care of her in bed now. The patient is sleeping about 20-22 hours a day as the patient is dying of Lewy body dementia.

She cannot eat because of aspiration. She has severe weakness in her lower extremity. Her beds are elevated and she has a heel protector in place. She is at a high risk of developing bony ulcers and pressure sores, hence requires change in position every two hours, which the family is quite aware. The patient is on Ativan and seroquel to keep her sundowner’s syndrome and hallucination under control, which is a hallmark of Lewy body dementia. The patient is short of breath when they turn her passively. She is losing weight. Her sister Penny feels like she has lost at least 5 or 6 pounds since last two weeks because she is eating so little and has minimal bowel movement and urination. She tells me that she feels like the time is very near. They have the comfort kit that they can use if she continues to have secretion issues or any other problems and both her sister and granddaughter are very much aware of her grave prognosis. Incidentally, her O2 sat today was at 97% on 3 liters with a heart rate of 113 with blood pressure of 100/palp. She continues to show rather quick signs of decline.
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
