The patient is a 73-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage COPD. The patient is bedbound. She uses oxygen at 3 liters. Her O2 saturation at 3 liters hovers around 90%. She continues to have tachycardia, which is the hallmark of endstage COPD. She wheezes at rest and with activity and uses her nebulizer around the clock. She used to be able to use the walker to the bathroom, but no longer able to do so because it is too difficult for her to move around because of tachycardia and shortness of breath. Her family who she stays would tell me she has lost at least 5 pounds in the past four to six weeks. She is eating very little, she has child-like appetite. The family has to remind her to turn to keep her from developing pressure sores on her bony prominences.

On examination today, she was found to be tachycardic as I mentioned with a heart rate of 110 to 112 and with rales and rhonchi.

She also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, severe muscle weakness, muscle wasting and she is bedbound and she is aspirating. She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to show grave signs of decline on hospice, continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
