This is a 76-year-old gentleman on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. His comorbidities include COPD, smoking, long-standing tobacco abuse, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, profound muscle weakness, decreased mentation which is the hallmark of his senile degeneration. The patient hollers from time to time because of his senile degeneration and definitely has sundowner’s syndrome with agitation.

He is now almost totally ADL dependent. He wears a diaper. He is bowel and bladder incontinent.
He is not oriented to person, place or time.

The group home supervisor tells me that his sundowner’s syndrome is worsening and he requires medication around the clock. He is confused at all time as I mentioned and he requires his breathing treatments on regular basis regarding his COPD. His O2 sat is around 90% and he has refused oxygen in the past. His blood pressure is controlled with the help of valsartan and Norvasc at 130/95 today. He is tachycardic with a rate of 100. His overall prognosis remains poor, he has a KPS score of 40% and he is continuing to show steady decline regarding his senile degeneration of brain.
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
