This is a 64-year-old gentleman who is one of the most debilitated endstage COPD patients I have ever seen. He continues to smoke. He requires oxygen at 3 liters. His O2 saturation with oxygen is 90%. When he takes his oxygen off just for a short time, his O2 sat drops down to 75%. His heart rate is 130-140. He looks ashen with wheezing, he is anxious and still wants to smoke off the oxygen! His MAC is down to 18 cm; from 21 to 19, then to 18 now. He continues to lose weight. He eats very little. He cannot remember very much; not even the year he was born. He was oriented to person during the last visit, but today he appears to be more confused, which is most likely related to his hypoperfusion and decreased mentation.

He has a history of insomnia, schizoid disorder, protein-calorie malnutrition, definitely remains hospice appropriate, meets the criteria for endstage COPD with air hunger, shortness of breath wheezing, rales, rhonchi and severe hypoxemia on room air. His condition has shown decline rather quickly. He does not have much longer to live and the patient realizes that. He suffers from anxiety and air hunger, which requires medication around the clock.
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
