Mr. Bennie Strange is a 75-year-old gentleman who lives with his brother and his family.

The patient suffers from endstage COPD and is currently on hospice care because of endstage COPD. He also suffers from hypertension, coronary artery disease, DJD, weakness, weight loss, and muscle wasting. The patient is a smoker. He has always refused oxygen, but today he is asking for oxygen because he is “too short of breath.” He has very little activity because of his shortness of breath. His O2 sat was hovering around 90% during the last visit and now it is down to 86%. He is also tachycardic at 110. His niece Shervatta tells me that papa is becoming much weaker. He is complaining of knee pain, back pain, which requires medication, has increased shortness of breath as I mentioned and is now agreeable to use oxygen. He was able to leave his house and sit inside of disabled truck in front of his house to smoke, but he is doing that less and less because he is so short of breath. He knows he cannot smoke with oxygen. His niece tells me that he has had lost at least 4 to 5 pounds since last visit because he is eating very little. He is ADL dependent, he wears a diaper, has a KPS score of 40% and remains tachycardic and short of breath at rest and activity which is a worsening symptom of his endstage COPD. He continues to show decline regarding his endstage disease.
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
