Thank you for referring Mr. Luis Senfis-Johnson for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient has recurrent spermatic discoloration and has been worked up extensively for recurrent infection and chronic inflammation.

I am happy to report all cultures remained negative. The patient’s symptoms are improving. The patient was treated empirically with doxycycline 100 mg twice a day for 30 days since Ureaplasma is an intracellular organism, maybe not detectable although PCR tests have also been negative.

The patient has been given a copy of labs and will be following up with you in a short interval.

We will follow along with you.
