Dear Sirs at Clare Family Practice:

This is a followup for Patty with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  Denies emergency room, hospital admission.  No procedures.  Extensive review of system is negative.  Weight is stable 228 previously 227.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight lisinopril, Coreg, Norvasc, HCTZ, on cholesterol treatment.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 146/74.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  3+ edema bilateral.  No cellulitis.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries are from April, creatinine 1.59 which still is baseline for a GFR of 33 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and calcium are normal.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.  Anemia 12.3.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable without progression.  No dialysis.
2. Blood pressure in the office well controlled.

3. Phosphorus does not require treatment is below 4.8.

4. Other chemistries are stable, do not require changes.

5. Anemia without external bleeding, does not require EPO treatment.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
