This 76-year-old female does not smoke or drink. She used to see a doctor in Azle, Texas however she is retired so she is here.

SYMPTOMS: She feels fine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has hyperlipidemia. She is on Crestor 10 mg. She has hypothyroidism. She is on 25 mcg levothyroxine. The patient also takes 81 mg baby aspirin. She had tonsillectomy, appendectomy, cataract surgery, and C-section in past. She also has osteoporosis and scoliosis. She has one living child.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inch tall, weighing 92 pounds, and blood pressure 123/66.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. History of hypothyroidism.

2. Osteoporosis.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for CBC, hemoglobin A1c, CMP, lipid, and TSH once available we can make further recommendations.
