Ms. See is a 46-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her thyroid function studies. She has a history of traumatic brain injury in 2016. She also has a history of colorectal cancer and she has a reversed ileostomy. She also had radiation. She is followed by a psychiatrist. For her hypothyroidism, she is on levothyroxine 100 mcg daily. She has been Baker acted. She was Baker acted on March 26. She is going to be seeing Emily Rohan at the Bond Clinic for endocrinology. Her vitamin D was 23 and has history of vitamin D deficiency.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism, the patient’s labs are reviewed and her TSH is elevated at 5.41 and free T4 is 1.1. My recommendation is to increase her levothyroxine to 112 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel in six to eight weeks. The patient will also be following up with Emily Rohan at the Bond Clinic for endocrinology.

2. For vitamin D deficiency, she is on ergocalciferol 50,000 IU once weekly.

3. The patient has a history of traumatic brain injury. She is followed by psychiatry.
