Mrs. Magaletti is a 68-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes when she was 23 years old. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and coronary artery disease with one cardiac stent. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is about 5.8%. She has been out of her medications for about one month. She failed metformin secondary to GI side effects. The patient eats healthy and she exercises about three to four times per week.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will restart her on her Trulicity 1.5 mg once weekly. She gets this through the Lilly Cares Program. We will get a current baseline hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.

2. For her hypertension, she is on losartan 25 mg once daily.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on rosuvastatin 10 mg once daily.

4. For her coronary artery disease, she is status post one cardiac stent. Recommend following up with primary care and cardiologist.

5. Follow up with primary care provider, Dr. Kundlas.
