HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 1-year-old female in no acute distress, presents to the clinic with mother for bilateral eyes drainage that is green and thick as well as low-grade fever, unknown T-max. Mother has been giving Tylenol and Motrin for symptoms. The patient was diagnosed with flu last week and given Tamiflu. She did resolve that. However, the last three days, she started daycare; ever since then, she has had runny nose, cough, as well as now ear pain and eyes that have thick drainage.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. No reports of smoking or secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Well-appearing, no acute distress, alert and oriented child.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light with green drainage noted bilaterally in the midline. Ears: Bilateral ears with erythema and bulging of the TMs. Nose: Rhinorrhea noted, thick green. No turbinate edema. Throat: Mild erythema. No edema. No exudate noted.
NECK: Soft. No thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear in all four quadrants. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs appreciated.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Color is normal with no rashes or lesions.
DIAGNOSES: Sinus infection, flu-like symptoms, and fever of unknown origin.
PLAN: Start amoxicillin for the next seven days. Given school note for child to stay home with mother. Advised mother on self-care procedures for any symptom management and to follow up as needed if the patient’s symptoms do not resolve. Discharged in stable condition to mother.
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
