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A 50-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage liver disease related to hepatitis C. The patient has ascites, change in mental status because of increased ammonia level despite being on lactulose and Aldactone. The patient has required multiple paracentesis in the past. He has lost weight. He has hypoalbuminemia. He also suffers from esophageal reflux, hiatal hernia, anemia, anxiety, hyperparathyroidism, schizophrenia, severe weakness, and low platelet count. The patient expected to live less than six months. He is hospice appropriate, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and bedbound sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day, high risk of bleeding with increased PT and INR related to endstage liver disease.
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
