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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 85-year-old white female that is followed in this office because of chronic kidney disease that has been oscillating between stage III and stage IIIB. In the most recent laboratory workup that was done on 04/10/2024, serum creatinine is 1.1, the BUN is 16, and the estimated GFR is 43. The patient has a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is consistent with 431 mg/g of creatinine. The patient has a proteinuria that is 2+. I have to point out that the patient has a urinary tract infection that has a positive Proteus mirabilis. The patient is going to be evaluated by the infectious disease. The point that I want to make is before we prescribe the SGLT2 inhibitors we are going to make sure that the reading of the proteinuria in the spot urine is not blunted by the infection.

2. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that is not symptomatic at the present time.

3. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated.

4. Essential hypertension that is under control.

5. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The fasting blood sugar is 74.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

7. This patient has coronary artery disease and atrial fibrillation followed by Dr. Parnassa.

8. Hypothyroidism that we have to reevaluate during the next appointment.

9. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. Reevaluation will be done in five months with laboratory workup.
