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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old patient of Ms. Sally Oliver that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has a lengthy history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient has according to the ultrasound smaller than expected kidneys that is consistent with the deterioration of the kidney function. The blood pressure has been under control most of the time. The most likely situation is the patient has nephrosclerosis associated to the severe hyperlipidemia and the hypertension. The hypertension as mentioned before has been controlled.

2. The patient has hyperlipidemia, but the patient is not tolerating the administration of statins because of myositis. We are recommending a cardiology evaluation and for the cardiologist to consider the administration of Repatha that has proven to improve the condition significantly.

3. Hypothyroidism that we are going to reevaluate during the next appointment.

4. Hypertension that is under control. Unfortunately, we do not have the urinalysis and/or the protein-to-creatinine ratio in the urine as was ordered in the past. The patient is going to be reevaluated in three months and we are going to make sure that we get all the labs as requested.
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
