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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 89-year-old white female that we follow in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage V. The patient has been very stable. The blood pressure has been under control. The body weight is under control. This patient is eating well. The serum albumin is 3.96. She is not volume overloaded. At the present time, we are going to continue with conservative management.

2. Anemia that is related to the CKD stage V and perhaps neoplastic disease that was the breast cancer in the left breast. The patient is followed at the Florida Cancer Center and they will continue to follow her giving iron infusions and Procrit injections.

3. Left breast carcinoma on tamoxifen, followed by the Florida Cancer Center.

4. Vitamin D deficiency that is treated with supplementation.

5. Hyperuricemia that is under control. The uric acid at this point is 8. We are going to repeat the determination next time and, if it continues to be high, we will prescribe medication. I neglected to mention that the patient has a microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio that is 83, but with this level of kidney function, we are not considering the administration of SGLT2 inhibitors or finerenone. The patient will be reevaluated in about six weeks with laboratory workup.
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
