Allison Andrew continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Continues glucose monitoring.

4. Bipolar disorder.

5. Narcolepsy.

Current Medications: Insulin via the insulin pump and citalopram 20 mg daily.

Her blood sugars are in a reasonable range on the tandem pump and continuous glucose monitoring with Dexcom.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/80, weight 190 pounds, and BMI is 26.4. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.1%, slightly elevated.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with fair control, long-term insulin administration, insulin pump therapy, and bipolar disorder.

Her recent lab tests are satisfactory range although she previously had microalbuminuria on one occasion.

I have added lisinopril 5 mg daily to her program and after reviewing the Dexcom, glucose monitor, modest changes are made to her insulin program.

She is now relocating to Northern Michigan and would follow with another endocrinologist in __________ system.
