CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of the rashes around the face, constipation, viral syndrome, and followup of the CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she noticed rashes around the mouth last week and started irritating her after that the patient developed fever and cough and she then went to the emergency room at Central DuPage Hospital. In the ER, the patient had an extensive workup done. During that visit the patient also complained of constipation and said she had a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis and it showed large left ovarian cyst and now the patient’s fever has improved significantly. The patient has now fatigue and tiredness and she is not able to work and the patient’s facial rash is improving.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
ALLERGIES: Bees, cow milk, shellfish, wheat, and seasonal allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and she has no children and not married. The patient works as a registered nurse. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals mild vesicular type rashes without any erythema at this time and there are no open wounds. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
