Dear Doctors:

Ms. Rosemary Moses is referred for Infectious Disease followup after recent hospitalization at Jersey City Medical Center requiring admission and surgery for back pain.

This is a 48-year-old female with no significant past medical history, was admitted to Jersey City Medical Center two and half months ago complaining of back pain. Imaging revealed discitis and osteomyelitis. The patient was treated with intravenous antibiotic for six weeks with empiric vancomycin and cefepime. Symptoms persisted including pain and numbness of the right thigh and eventually she underwent biopsy with orthopedic surgery.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:  Denies high blood pressure, diabetes. No history of trauma. History of dental work back in 2023 requiring root canal. No adverse events at that time. Unremarkable GYN history with recent mammogram in 2023.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol p.r.n., intravenous vancomycin and cefepime.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for high blood pressure, heart disease and diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not drink, smoke or use intravenous drugs.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished, well-developed adult female in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98, blood pressure 120/70, pulse 76, respiratory rate 18 and height 5’9” and weight 165 pounds.

HEAD: Normal.

EARS: Normal.

NOSE: Normal.

THROAT: Normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.
BACK: Examination of the spine reveals decreased range of motion with pain on flexion anteriorly.
NEUROLOGIC: Deep tendon reflexes are diminished on the right. _______ right arm within normal limits.

LABS: Cultures from bone were negative. Biopsy of bone consistent with osteomyelitis. TB smears, fungal smears and cultures were all negative.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 48-year-old female with discitis and osteomyelitis of lumbar spine status post decompression and biopsy. Negative cultures. She is about to complete six weeks of antibiotics intravenously. The patient will be transitioned to oral medications, to follow up sed rate and C-reactive protein until completion. The patient will follow up with orthopedic surgeon at Jersey City Medical Center and new findings will be forwarded to your attention.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
