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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in September 2008.  The patient tells me that she was running, and she hit the head onto a window air conditioner unit.  Hit the front of her head.  She had immediate loss of consciousness.  She fell on the ground.  She does not know how long she was out of consciousness.  She thinks at least three minutes.  When she woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, the patient feels dizzy, lightheadedness, confusion and disoriented.  The patient has severe nausea.  The patient tells me later she went to the hospital and had a CT scan.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient was prescribed bed rest.
Since the event, the patient has severe head pain.  Specifically in the front of the head.  The patient has migraine headaches.  She described with associated dizziness, nausea, vomiting, and vision problems.  She also light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient has increasing forgetfulness since the event.  The memory is poor.  The patient has irritability as well.
The patient is currently is a stay-at-home with mother.  The patient tells me that her headaches are significantly affecting her performing as a stay home with mother.  The patient tells me when she has a headache, she becomes very nauseous.  The patient becomes very dizzy.  The patient is not able to take care of her children because of that.  The patient can do anything in the house.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus at home.
This is my opinion that the patient is a sustained traumatic brain injury.  In September 2008, she was running, she hit the front of the head onto a window air conditioner unit.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground.  She lost consciousness for about three minutes.  When she woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  She has severe headache.  The patient becomes very nauseous.  The patient was seen at the hospital his head CT scan.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  She tells me that she has headache on everyday basis.  Her headaches are severe.  The patient has light sensitivity, sound sensitivity and nausea.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  Her memory is not as good as previously.  The patient has significant irritability.  It is my opinion that the head hit the air conditioner unit, resulting loss of consciousness, followed by severe headache, confusion, disorientation, nausea, dizziness, or all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that she has sustained traumatic brain injury.
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
