Dear Amanda:

This is a followup for Mr. Ross with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  Melanoma removed left-sided around the eye, plastic surgery done.  No complications February 9, did not require any other treatment.  I did an extensive review of system presently being negative.  Weight is stable.  He is hard of hearing.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight blood pressure felodipine, metoprolol, anticoagulated with Eliquis.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Present weight 213 stable overtime, blood pressure by nurse 109/68.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub although distant.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema.  There are some dystrophic nails, kind of flattened, concave.  I do not see however any rashes or ischemic changes on fingertips.  No clubbing.

Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.84, which is stable overtime, a GFR of 36 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Metabolic acidosis 19 with a high chloride 113.  Normal nutrition.  Minor increase calcium 10.3.  Normal phosphorus.  Hemoglobin high at 17 with a normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.  No evidence of progression, stable overtime, not symptomatic.

2. Blood pressure well controlled.  Denies symptoms of syncope.

3. Atrial fibrillation anticoagulated and rate control.

4. Metabolic acidosis is mild, presently no treatment.

5. Polycythemia, prior smoker discontinued many years ago, not symptomatic with normal white blood cell and platelet counts.

6. Monitor minor increase of calcium.  Other chemistries are stable.  Plan to see him back in the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
