Dear Dr. Li:

This is a followup for Ronald with history of kidney disease, hypertension and stones.  Last visit in August last year.  Severe urinary incontinence according to the wife.  The patient has underlying dementia, recently admitted for pneumonia and weeks later corona virus.  She has received antibiotics and steroids, did not develop hypoxemia.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine.  She does have the incontinence which apparently is worse.  No abdominal pain, back pain, or fever.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen or sleep apnea.  Original plans for watchman procedure delayed because of above respiratory issues postponed to May 18 few days Grand Rapids.  Prior history of prostate cancer and surgery.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight medications for dementia, otherwise lisinopril and atenolol.  She has Parkinson’s, takes Sinemet, anticoagulation with Xarelto.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 209, blood pressure by nurse 159/97.  Few coarse rales on bases.  Distant breath sounds.  I do not hear wheezing or pleural effusion.  Irregular rhythm.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, small umbilical hernia.  No tenderness.  2+ edema bilateral.

Labs:  The most recent chemistries.  Present creatinine 1.01 is being as high as 1.2 to 1.4.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium, GFR will be in the upper 50s or better.  No anemia.  I reviewed discharge papers.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or better, present level is one of her best, but historically in the recent past between 1.3 to 1.7.  No symptoms of uremia or encephalopathy.  Chronic incontinence, prior prostate cancer surgery.  No acute abdomen.  No symptoms of uremia.  She has atrial fibrillation, anticoagulated.  Upcoming watchman procedure.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back in the next nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
