PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 167 pounds, no significant change. 

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Herpes simplex lesion noted over the tip of the tongue with a cavitary lesion consistent with H. simplex.

2. Add Kenalog with Orabase.
3. Acyclovir 400 mg t.i.d. for seven days.
4. We talked about different types of herpes.

5. If he is not any better, he will come back.

6. Once again, there is no lymphadenopathy or any other abnormal areas in the mouth or on the lateral side of the tongue.
