Trenton Toor returns for followup recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.
2. Long-term insulin administration.

Current Medications: Levemir insulin 32 units in the morning and 37 units at bedtime and NovoLog _______ units three times a day.

On this visit, it was unclear as to his blood sugar excursions as he had not been wearing his CGM and had not been checking his blood sugars in the recent past.
He had no specific complaints or symptoms or complications from the diabetes.

On examination, blood pressure 118/72, weight 197 pounds, BMI is 28. The heart sounds were normal. The lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

His recent hemoglobin A1c was 7.9%, elevated.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with suboptimal control, hyperlipidemia and with noncompliance with blood sugar checking.

He had been provided with the Dexcom G7, continue with glucose monitor and is asked to adhere to an appropriate diet with exercise.

He is advised to see his eye specialist and to return for followup in the near future for further instruction with regards to insulin therapy.
