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DOB:  
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury accident.  The patient tells me that in March 2023, the patient was in the gunner position on top of a military vehicle.  The patient tells me that there was a mortar explosion.  He was blown off of the truck, and flew off onto the ground.  As he hit the ground, he hit the head. The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient has got severe headache, confusion and disorientation.  As a matter of fact, the patient’s headaches were so severe to a point that he was not able to tolerate the headaches.
Since the event, the patient has chronic headaches.  The patient has severe light sensitivity.  The patient has anxiety.  The patient has balance difficulties.  The patient has foggy sensation.  The patient feels dizzy and irritable.  The patient has lack of sleep and insomnia symptoms.  The patient sometimes has slurred speech.

The patient is currently working as a pest control.  The patient tells me that headaches are significantly affecting the way he does his job.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate.  The light sensitivity is affecting to go to work outside.  The patient also has significant difficulty to walk in the attics.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in March 2023, the patient was in the gunner position on top of a military vehicle.  The patient tells me that there was a mortar explosion, and caused him to got blown out of his truck, and he landed on the ground.  As he landed on the ground, he hit his head and had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes. When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented with severe head pain.  Now, he has significant headache, light sensitivity, dizziness, and foggy sensation.  It is my opinion that the head injury, loss of consciousness, headaches, sensitivity to light, irritability and dizziness are all common signs and symptoms of a traumatic brain injury.
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
