DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the case of a 44-year-old patient with chronic kidney disease stage II. This patient has been followed for the CKD II and, at the present time, the patient has no changes in the kidney function. The serum creatinine is 1.3, the estimated GFR is 64 and the patient’s albumin-to-creatinine ratio is negative/undetectable.

2. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

3. Hyperlipidemia treated with pravastatin, however, the patient continues to eat without any restrictions from the fat point of view and made things difficult to handle. We know that the cholesterol is 204, HDL is 44, triglycerides 137 and LDL is 134. There is a strong family history of mixed hyperlipidemia in the family.

4. Down’s syndrome. There is no evidence of anemia. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
