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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 55-year-old white female that has a history of lupus nephritis. The lupus nephritis has been in remission. The kidney function has been well preserved and the anti-double stranded DNA has been negative. Today, she comes with a serum creatinine of 0.83, the BUN is 14 and the estimated GFR is 84. She is CKD II. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 82 mg/g of creatinine. We are going to continue the followup of this lupus nephritis; at the present time, there is no evidence of activity.

2. The patient has rheumatoid arthritis. The rheumatoid arthritis is followed by Dr. A. Torres and he is giving Mrs. Thorne Orencia infusions on monthly basis and I have noticed the improvement in this particular case. The patient has adequate white blood cell count, no evidence of anemia and the differential does not show any evidence of lymphocytosis.

3. There is no evidence of hematuria through the urinalysis.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
