Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting. The patient is alert and awake.  He is refusing to go on hemodialysis.  We had care conference with the patient’s sister who is power of attorney and she is thinking of having hospice care.  In the meantime, the patient is full code and I advised them to have him become DNR, but it seems they both do not understand the complexities of healthcare because he keeps on refusing going to dialysis and he keeps on going to see the eye doctor even though he is totally blind and the ophthalmologist is unable to do anything more.
