PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.
Blood pressure 101/66.

Pulse 80.

Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.4.

SCALP: Localized erythematous macule with discrete scaly surface. No central clearing. No tenderness to palpation. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Tinea capitis.

2. Localized cellulitis.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following prescription:
1. Ketoconazole 2% shampoo, apply to scalp, leave for three to five minutes and then wash off and do that once daily for three weeks.

2. Doxycycline 100 mg one p.o b.i.d for 10 days, #20.
