Dear Mr. Walderzak:

This is a followup for Mrs. Barnes with chronic kidney disease after acute kidney injury in relation to staphylococcus sepsis, septic shock, and toxic shock syndrome with complications of gangrene number of fingers and toes with resection.  Last visit a year ago.   She spends all the winter in Florida.  No hospital emergency room.  For the most part review of system is negative.  Unfortunately still smoking and has had chronic cough.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation, or claudication symptoms.

Medications: Medication list reviewed.  Noticed the Allegra-D.  She was off for a number of medications so endocrinology at Florida put her back on Synthroid lower dose than usual.

Physical Exam:  Present blood pressure 128/66.  This is on the right-sided large cuff.  No respiratory distress.  No localized rales.  No consolation or pleural effusion.  No gross arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness and no edema and nonfocal.

Labs: Most recent chemistries, creatinine is baseline at 1.13, GFR 54, normal sodium and potassium.  Bicarbonate elevated probably from COPD.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorous.  Normal hemoglobin.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, as indicated above at the time of complications acute kidney injury, they went for a tummy tuck developed staphylococcus sepsis, septic shock and toxic shock syndrome.  No symptoms or uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Blood pressure normal without medications.  All chemistries stable.  Encouraged to stop smoking.  We will see her back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
