Thank you for this referral.

The patient was seen today for Reclast infusion.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. However, he is in good mood and talking a lot today, which we cannot understand what he saying.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His creatinine was slightly elevated at 1.29 normal being 1.27.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Intellectual disability.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We tried to establish IV however the attempts were not successful since patient was very active today and uncooperative and strong also appeared little bit dehydrated. I would request the facility to please hydrate the night before and if possible given some sedation so he may not fight putting an IV so much.
