CC: Followup post eye surgery.

HPI: A 77-year-old female seen in room. The patient is status post YAG laser capsulotomy of both eyes on 04/25/2024 by ophthalmologist, Dr. Pickard. The patient has macular degeneration and as most patients have just traditionally been told that they will eventually go blind and there has not really been any effective treatment and she states that that is what she had been told, so she was very surprised when this ophthalmologist told her that there was a procedure that could be done for the MD and it would improve her vision. She said she had several questions for him and presented them and he said that he felt like she would benefit well. She states that now that she is just about a week out that she has watched television and for the first time she sees the definition of figures, the clear outlines and that colors are much more vibrant than they were before. She has had no tearing of eyes, headache, or other issues. I asked about her history about migraines and whether there has been a decrease in them and she stated there has been and she had not really had to think about it much, so she is glad for that.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Macular degeneration status post YAG laser capsulotomy both eyes. She has improved vision, sharpness of figures and brightness of colors that are exciting for her to note. She has followup with Dr. Pickard on 05/16/2024 and will let me know how that goes.
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
