HPI: An 88-year-old female seen in room. I had attempted to see her on two other occasions that she is very social, was out and about and I could not find her. Today, she is in her room because she is coughing and congested. She stated it has been going on a couple of days, she has not gotten a good night’s sleep because her head feels heavy and she is coughing. She remains independently ambulatory, states that she has not had any falls. Her appetite is good. She remembered who I was and she did not bring up her husband who is deceased, which I was wondering whether she would.

DIAGNOSES: Currently, cough with congestion acute issue, severe OA of bilateral knees affecting ambulation, unspecified moderate dementia, DM II, mixed HLD, HTN, anxiety, ASCVD, hypercalcemia, and B12 deficiency.

ALLERGIES: ACE INHIBITORS, ARICEPT, DEMEROL, and MORPHINE.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant, but she looks like she does not feel well.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/75, pulse 67, temperature 97.9, and respirations 17.

HEENT: Her eyes look heavy and are injected, somewhat teary. She is blowing her nose with a clear drainage. She is mouth breathing. She has moist oral mucosa.

RESPIRATORY: She has a normal effort and rate. She does have a few scattered bilateral wheezes that do not change with cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independent ambulation. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion and has no edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Cough with congestion. Medrol Dosepak take as directed, Z-PAK take as directed, and Delsym cough suppressant 5 mL p.o. q.d.

2. DM II. Due for quarterly A1c, order written.
