PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives in home with mother and father. He is homeschooled. No reports of smoke or secondhand smoke exposure at this time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, and no signs of acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS: On the chart.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: No edema. No erythema. No bulging. TMs have appropriate light reflex. Nose had clear rhinorrhea noted. No turbinate edema. Throat: Clear. There is no edema. No erythema. No exudates noted.

NECK: Soft and supple with no masses.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing appreciated.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. There are no murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No guarding or rigidity.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion and nontender.
Rest of the exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT: The child had acute cough.
PLAN: We will provide Bromfed for symptom management. Advised father to take care of any fevers if they did arrive with the use of Tylenol or Motrin. Answered all questions. The patient was discharged in stable condition to his father.
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
