This is a 67-year-old gentleman construction worker single who does not smoke and does not drink. He is in hospice care with history of bladder cancer. The patient has indwelling Foley catheter that requires change on a monthly basis. Further more he suffers from prostate cancer, hypertension, and weight loss. He has KPS score of 40%. He used to be a construction worker and has worked with a lot of pain in the past. His appetite has been diminishing. His pain has been increasing as a matter of fact he is requiring different pain medication, which this would be communicated with a medical director via a copy of this face-to-face evaluation. The patient’s oxygen saturation is at 98%. His pulse is at 100. He gets short of breath with activity. He complains of bone pain. He does not know whether or not he has bony metastasis. He is now becoming more and more ADL dependent as far as caring for his daily needs or concern and has a caretaker that sees about that and does the cooking and cleaning for him. He has bouts of hematuria related to his bladder cancer, which also causes him to be quite anemic and weak. He is not interested in any further radiation and/or chemotherapy and is to be in hospice to be kept comfortable with grave prognosis at this time.
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
