Mr. Alexander is a 58-year-old gentleman with history of congestive heart failure who is currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. He has 4 liters O2 in place, with 4 liter O2 his O2 saturation is hovering around 97-98, but he finds himself to be quite short of breath. He is weak. He has 2+ pedal edema and nonhealing ulcer of the right leg. He also has lost weight. He suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased appetite, and total ADL dependency.

He lives with his sister who is his primary caregiver. He complains of being anxious and cannot sleep and would like a different medication for his sleep at this time. He has never been a smoker. He is known to have low ejection fraction. At times, he becomes quite confuses most likely because of his hypoperfusion. He also suffers from hypertension, diabetes, and hyperlipidemia. His current medication of Lasix, Coreg, Plavix, and atorvastatin is doing a good job. He is doing minimally to keep his symptoms at bay. Mr. Alexander used to be a bus driver. He has four children and he is single. The right lower leg ulceration is deemed to be non-healing given his degree of edema, his protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased appetite, weight loss, and lack of protein. He also suffers from stage IV renal insufficiency. Once again his O2 sat is at 98% with pulse of 110 while he is sitting down at rest. He appears short of breath and quite debilitated and weak at the time of this face-to-face evaluation.
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
