The patient has been having increased shortness of breath associated with chest pain. He also suffers from degenerative joint disease, hip pain, back pain, muscle wasting, decreased appetite, ADL dependency, bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence wears pull ups and requires help with all ADLs. Other medical conditions include hypertension. He currently has a KPS score of 40%. The patient tells me that he is having shortness of breath and symptoms of angina now with any type of activity which appears to be new since about two to three weeks ago. His pulse is 116.  His O2 sat is 98%. He appears quite frail with muscle wasting and what appears to be protein-calorie malnutrition on face-to-face evaluation today.
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
