This is a 72-year-old construction worker currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. Albert does not like to wear oxygen. He likes to continue to smoke. He appears quite independent. He has never been a heavy drinker. His O2 sat is only 90% with a pulse of 98. He complains of shortness of breath. He has no children and has never been married. In the past few weeks, he has had decreased appetite. He states he just does not have any appetite. He appears thin with significant amount of weight loss noted by his belts. He is blind in his left eye since age 8. He has severe varicose veins of his lower extremity with associated edema. He also suffers from peripheral vascular disease and is concerned about episode of subconjunctival bleed which we talked about and I reassured him that will slowly dissipate on its own. He has KPS score of 40%. He is wearing pull ups because of bladder incontinence and requires help with all ADLs by his caretaker who sees about his daily needs and cooks and cleans for Mr. Romanella who is not able to take care of himself on his own.
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
