Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Ramson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. Currently, he works as a home healthcare aide. He states that he wore glasses when he was a child, but stopped when he was in high school. Approximately three years ago, he was diagnosed with keratoconus and began to wear contact lenses. He states that his vision did improve with the contact lenses although he cannot read very small print. He does not have trouble avoiding hazards in his environment. He does not use eye drops. He does not have eye surgery. He does not take systemic medications.

On examination, we note that he is wearing hard contact lenses. He states that he cannot remove the lenses today. On over-refraction while wearing his contact lenses, utilizing a –2.00 sphere lens on the right side, he has a vision of 20/50 on the right. With an over-refraction on the left side, with a lens of –1.00 –1.00 x 170, the distance acuity measures 20/40. The near acuity through the contact lens measures 20/70 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. The intraocular pressures could not be measured because of the contact lenses. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral sub-epithelial, apical scars in the cornea on each side. There is inferior thinning on both sides. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The lenses are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field test utilizing a Goldman-type test with a III4e stimulus with contact lens correction shows 127 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 138 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Keratoconus, bilateral.

2. Myopia.

Mr. Ramson has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of keratoconus. Based upon these findings, one can understand why he has difficulties reading small print. However, he should be able to use a computer, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is guarded although it is likely that his vision will improve with corneal transplantation.
