Ronald Loschiavo continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Peripheral vascular disease.

4. Chronic kidney disease.

5. Hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Humulin 70/30, 36 units in the morning and 44 units in the evening, atorvastatin 40 mg daily, metformin 500 mg two pills twice a day, Eliquis, lisinopril 20 mg daily, levothyroxine 0.05 mg daily, chlorthalidone 25 mg daily, metoprolol 50 mg twice daily, diltiazem 20 mg daily, and digoxin 125 mg daily.

On this visit, his blood sugars were elevated and more recently he had cardiac shock therapy for atrial fibrillation and is now scheduled for ablation therapy.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/74, weight 196 pounds, and BMI is 30.8. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes and other comorbidities as outlined above.

He continues on insulin program, with attention to diet and exercise as tolerated, he has also been provided with a Freestyle Libre for continuous monitoring of the sugars.

Followup visit in due course.
