Abdelaziz Hussein was seen and continues to follow in the office for diabetes.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump, which is the Omnipod with dextrose continuous monitor, Levoxyl 0.05 mg, nine pills per week.

On this visit, there were no major complaints. His blood sugars appear to be in a satisfactory range.

Recently hemoglobin A1c is 6.3%, indicating good control diabetes overall.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, insulin pump therapy, and hypothyroidism.

His Dexcom CGM was downloaded and reviewed in detail and moderate minor adjustments made to the insulin program. Recent lab studies overall satisfactory with TSH 2.05, LDL cholesterol 103 although he had low vitamin D and was advised to supplement with vitamin D 1000 units per day.

Followup visit in three months time.
