Trenton Twor was seen in the office in the recent past.

He had not been seen for followup in almost 3 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Overweight

He has not been checking his sugars consistently and at this time he has not been on continuous glucose monitor. His blood sugars appear to be higher than normal

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

Current Medications: Levemir 32 units in the morning and 37 units in the evening, NovoLog 10 to 19 units three times a day with meals, and omeprazole p.r.n.

On examination, blood pressure 118/72, weight 197 pounds, and BMI is 28.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.9%, indicating suboptimal control.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with suboptimal control, long-term insulin administration, and hyperlipidemia.

He was provided with Dexcom G7 monitor for continuous monitor for his blood sugars and he is advised to see the eye specialist.

Followup visit has been planned for three months.
