Dear Dr. Ferguson:

This is a followup for Mrs. Torok with variable kidney function, blood pressure and edema.  Comes in a wheelchair with family member.  Uses oxygen at night 2 L.  Denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Denies recent chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  She has morbid obesity, unable to weigh.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I want to highlight for blood pressure losartan, Lasix, potassium, anticoagulated with Eliquis, also taking Plaquenil, Imuran, cholesterol management, inhalers.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 120/70.  No gross respiratory distress.  Morbid obesity.  Chronically ill.  Lungs are clear.  She has a systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Stable edema.  Right eyesight is compromised from prior endocarditis, mitral valve and embolization.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries in March.  Creatinine at 1, GFR will be in the upper 50s that will be stage III.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Bicarbonate elevated; probably, a combination of hypoventilation and diuretics.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function tests not elevated.  Anemia 11.6.  New blood test from Quest is not available.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis.  No pulmonary edema.  Review new chemistries when available.

2. Hypertension, presently well controlled.

3. Congestive heart failure, mitral valve abnormalities, endocarditis and embolization clinically stable.

4. Atrial fibrillation, on Eliquis.
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5. Bilateral mastectomy, breast cancer.  I am not aware of recurrence.

6. Autoimmune hepatitis on Imuran, clinically stable.

7. Exposure to Plaquenil, needs to follow with the eye doctor on a regular basis.  From the renal standpoint is stable.  All questions answered of the patient and family member.  Come back in nine months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
