CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of frequent urination and followup for diabetes.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter stating that her urine frequency in the nighttime is same as five or six times. There is no burning urination and has not seen any blood in the urine.
The patient has recent blood test and her blood sugar readings are stable and the patient is advised to see urogynecologist.
