CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat, cough, pain in the right leg and left leg.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she felt sore throat for past few days and it is associated with cough without any sputum production. The patient denied any exposure to serious infections or allergies.
The patient also complained of right and left leg pain mostly on the lateral aspect and she has this pain on and off and it is worse upon exertion. There is no calf swelling or calf pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, shortness of breath, any exposure to infection or allergies, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on rosuvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of numbness and tingling and she was on gabapentin 300 mg two tablets in the evening and one tablet in the morning.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she is a caregiver for elderly people. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use, but she is fairly active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minor nasal congestion otherwise unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues on the lateral aspect of the legs bilaterally and gait is slow due to leg pain. There is no calf swelling or tenderness.
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
