CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain, rib pain, and followup after ultrasound of the gallbladder.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had ultrasound of the gallbladder recently and the results reviewed with the patient and he has increase in the gallbladder thickness without any gallstones.
The patient stated that he has noticed low back pain and it is worse upon exertion. The pain level is 4 or 5 and there is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities. The patient does some stretching at home.

The patient also complaining of right lower rib pain and the pain level is 5 or 6 and it is relieved after resting. There is no history of falling down and there are no skin lesions.

The patient was given referral for colonoscopy but was not done.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and the patient is a machine operator. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and bowel sounds are active. There is a mild tenderness on the right upper quadrant.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine in midline and range of movement is slightly painful at 90 degrees lumbar flexion.
Also the patient has tenderness of the ribcage especially on the right side without any skin lesions.
