Thank again for your continued support.

Mr. Holdner is 83-year-old male who has malignant melanoma. He has brain and pulmonary metastasis. He has been on immunotherapy with nivolumab for last year or so. The patient initially was treated with a resection followed by radiation to the brain metastasis. The patient is now on nivolumab 480 mg every four weeks. The patient was seen on 05/01/2024 he did not have any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 83-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 204 pounds, and blood pressure 122/68.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His lab showed WBC of 5.3, hemoglobin 14.7, platelet 201, his creatinine was 1.23, CMP was remarkable, and TSH was 2.56, which is normal.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Malignant melanoma with brain and pulmonary metastasis now stable as seen on last CT scan.

2. On immunotherapy with nivolumab 480 mg IV every four weeks.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient should continue every four weeks nivolumab 480 mg IV. The patient should have a CBC, CMP, and TSH every four weeks.

Also, the patient has a Port-A-Cath so it is okay to access it for lab work as well as chemotherapy infusion.
