HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports to the clinic with increased frequency and burning sensation when urinating and recently just completed a course of antibiotic therapy for upper respiratory infection. She states that her urine is also smelly and is currently using cranberry pills and taking Tylenol for the pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal and C-section.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and DEMEROL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking, drinking or illicit drug use noted.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, oriented, well-appearing female.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Nose: Clear. Throat: Clear. No edema. No erythema. Ears: Bilateral TMs clear. No bulging. Appropriate light reflex.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. Normal breath sounds in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. S1 and S2 appreciated with no murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender with no guarding or rigidity. No flank pain. No CVA pain.

SKIN: No lesions. No rashes noted.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender. Full range of motion.

LABS: UA in office.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Urinary tract infection without hematuria. We will treat with Macrobid and a followup dose of Diflucan to prevent yeast infection. Follow up as needed. The patient discharged in stable condition.
