PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and HSV.

ALLERGIES: She is allergic to PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking, drinking or illicit drug use noted.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and oriented x 3, in no acute distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Equal, reactive and round pupils. Ears: No edema. No bulging of the TMs. Positive light reflex elicited. Nose: Clear. No turbinate edema. Throat: No edema. No erythema. No exudate noted.

NECK: Supple. No thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear. No respiratory distress. No rales, rhonchi or wheezing.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and S2. No murmurs or gallops appreciated.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without lesions or rashes.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender. Full range of motion.

LABS: In office, we will draw CBC, CMP, TSH, A1c and lipid panel.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: For her hypertension, we will refill her medications. For her HSV, we will also refill her medications and we will call her with the lab results within a couple of days if any adjustments are noted. Answered all the patient’s questions and discharged in stable condition.
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
