PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed and well groomed and she is not in any distress in the clinic.

VITAL SIGNS: On the exam, noted mild temperature.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Tympanic membrane with mild erythema on the right. Tonsils with no edema, no erythema, no exudate noticed. Oral mucosa is soft.

NECK: Soft and supple. No thyroid enlargement noted.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender

LABS: Taken in office, COVID, strep, flu and RSV all negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media in the right ear. The patient will be given Augmentin and given self-care tips for any symptom management at home with mother and given a school note for rest for the next two days. Answered all the mother’s questions. Discharged the patient in mother’s care in stable condition.
