FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
Ms. Rakestraw is a 91-year-old woman who is cared for by her daughter Jeanene Ortiz who tells me today that she is very happy with mother’s progress. She is currently on hospice with congestive heart failure, but she is breathing better. She has less episodes of tiredness. She has had no symptoms of angina. She also is obese and suffers from history of stroke with left-sided weakness. She is currently on hospice with KPS score of 40%. She has a caretaker on regular basis along with her daughter that takes exquisite care of her. Her weight loss has been stable. No further dizziness noted. No symptoms of unstable angina noted. She is using a wheelchair to get around. Her condition has improved as far as her heart failure is concerned with current medication. Her shortness of breath is stable. Her sleeping has not increased and has not had any further decline in her condition. At this time, it is deemed that the patient’s heart failure is stable and she has reached the stable plateau, which makes her no longer a candidate for hospice care. The patient’s daughter Jeanene and I have discussed this as well and she agrees with the plan on discharging her from hospice at this time and then reevaluating and readmitting when her condition worsens.
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
